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My grandmother got married when she was 16. My mother got married when she was 18.

I today am 25 and still hopefully a long way from getting married. So, yes, things have changed
a lot between my mom'’s generation and mine. She did her undergraduate program in Home
Science or Home Studies. So it has a little bit of child psychology, about cooking and culinary
arts. All the skills that you might need to be a good homemaker and that was what she went to
college to study. She actually finished her exam, after much debate, she took her final exam
after she got married. And she had to dress in the Jong fraditional Indian attire, which is the
sari. She did what her father said and she got married and then she had the kids. Her life is
also changed as India became a different place. And it would have been unthinkable, | think,
when she was in college that she would work but now she works full time with my father. Me,
on the other hand, {'ve done pretty much whatever | wanted to do. Education was never a
hassfe. | went to law school for five years and then | went to journalism school in the States.
